If you are eligible to vote but do not
have a Wisconsin identification card,
you are eligible to receive a free state
ID for voting purposes.

You will need to check a box on the
Division of Motor Vehicles (DMV)
application to indicate that you need the
ID for voting purposes.

Documents needed for ID
In order to receive an identification card
from the DMV, you will need to present
the following types of documentation:
O Proof of name and date of birth
= Certified U.S. birth certificate, or
= Valid passport, or
= Certificate of naturalization
O Proof of identity
= Social Security card, or
= Military papers, or
= Marriage papers
O Proof of Wisconsin residency
= Utility bill, or
= Paystub, or
= Mortgage
O Proof of U.S. Citizenship
O Social Security number
